Infield Flag Marshalls x3: Back straight and both corners, use yellow or red flags
according to the track lights.

Pit Marshall: Assist in lining up cars in event order in the pits.

Water truck Assistant: This requires someone able to help water the track during the
week leading up to Saturday night, as well as helping Saturday and Saturday night.
